HE CHHATTISGARH PLASTIC AND OTHER NON BIODEGRADABLE MATERIAL {REGULATION OF USE
AND DISPOSAL) ACT, 2020.

WHEREAS Aiticle 48A of the Constitution enjoins upon the State to endeavour to protect and
improve the envirenment;

AND WHEREAS Article 51A of the Constitution of India, imposes duty on every citizen of India
o protect and improve the natural environment;

AND WHEREAS clause (3) of Article 246 of the Constitution of India, empowers the State
Gowarnment to make laws with respect to matters related to Public health and Sanitation;

_ AND WHEREAS it is felt that the existing legislation is not adequate in controlling and
nre mm:ng poilution ceused due to presence of non-biodegradable material in the State of
Chhattisgarh;

. AND VWHEREAS it is considered necessary to control and prevent throwing or disposing of non-
biodagradabie material/ garbage in pubiic drains, roads and public place in the State of Chhattisgarh
d regulate matters -connected therewith or incidental thereto;

Now THEREFORE, it is expedient to take immediate action with respect to framing of laws for
the above purpose;

Ee it enacted by the Chhattisgarh Legislature in the Seventy first Year of the Republic of
